e It has a conditional (“if”’) function as well as a

temporal (“when”) function.
Note: The sentence that follows the 7= & clause
takes the non-past form.

(If it rains, 1 am not going.)
o Te bEWET,
(If it is cheap, I will buy it.)
T b RBFE RET,
(When I go to Kyoto, | am going to see temples.)

e (Question word +)V-7= 5T L X 9 (D2):

“(What, etc.) should (I)...”
EDLTEBWNTL X 9D
(What should 1 do?)
o V-5 L9 « WA TT A “Why don’t
you...” [making a suggestion]
HAIZL7ZH &9 T,
(Why don’t you make it tomorrow?)

e It has a temporal “when” function to describe

finding something unexpected.
Note: The sentence that follows the 7= & clause
takes the past form.

a more concrete proposition, while = &
introduces a more abstract proposition.

Translate:

I heard John speak Japanese. (L)

perception, discovery, helping and stopping.
